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HONOR COUNCIL AWARDS AND APPLICATIONS

Honor Council is an op-
portunity to recognize the
excellent work of your
council. This program
recognizes outstanding
student councils and their
work across our state.
Schools are asked to
complete an application in
January and return it to
Karen Haak. The appli-
cation requires schools to
have membership paid by
December 31, 2009, at-
tend the state convention
in March, have a constitu-
tion and democratic elec-

tion and to send at least
two pictures of any one
activity. Other require-
ments include a checklist
of choices ranging from
spirit activities, commu-
nity service, doing a work-
shop at district or state
meeting, running for of-
fice, belonging to NASC,
providing a leadership
training session of offi-
cers, and many, many
more.

There are two levels of
award, gold and silver.

Schools can opt for either
level and still receive rec-
ognition. The awards are
made at State Convention
and each school receives
a plaque or year plate.

This past March, over 100
schools were recognized
as Missouri Honor Coun-
cils.

Applications will ONLY be
available on the website
this yeard NO postal mail
applications will be sent.
